If you are a classroom teacher, page 2 of this handout has a sample blog guideline that you are welcome to use with your students should you choose to create your own class at classchatter.com

Almost all guidelines on page 2 could apply to the CCHS blog; one of the exceptions being the MINIMUM of 20 words requirement.  Please read over the guidelines even if you are not a classroom teacher.

Blog Guidelines
1. This blog is a class blog.  Take your blogging seriously, you will be graded.

2. Make sure blog comments are a MINIMUM of 20 words—unless otherwise stated in the original post from your instructor.

3. Stay on topic.

4. Use complete sentences and correct grammar.
5. Do not use slang, text talk or Internet speak.
6. This blog is a flame free environment.  Disciplinary action will be taken against those who make personal attacks or use hostile, insulting, abusive or offensive language.
7. Proofread your comments to ensure they lack typographical errors.

8. When it is time to read the comments of others and add your responsive comments, make sure you comment to a MINIMUM of two other bloggers’ comments.
9. Remember responsive comments are about what a person writes not personal attacks on the blogger.  Be polite.  If you disagree, be respectful about it.
10. Use proper netiquette.  

a. Don’t use ALL CAPs

b. Respect others anonymity
c. Don’t share personal information; yours or that of others
d. Don’t disclose where you live
e. Use the “Would I say this to the person’s face” test

Disciplinary Action may include but is not limited to:

· warning 

· deletion of some or all of the post 

· temporary loss of blogging privileges 

· detention, ALC, and/or suspension 

· permanent loss of blogging privileges
